IUK is part of UK Research and Innovation (UKRI) - a non-departmental public body, funded by a grant-in-aid from the UK government through the Department for Business, Energy & Industrial Strategy (BEIS).
Objectives of Fund
The Smart Grants programme is a ‘responsive’ grant funding programme from Innovate UK (IUK). It has focused eligibility criteria and scope to support SMEs and their partners to develop disruptive innovations with significant potential for rapid, economic return to the UK.

To lead a project, the applicant must be a UK-based business of any size or a research and technology organisation (RTO). The project must be carried out in the UK.
If collaborating with others, the application must include an SME. To work alone, the applicant must be an SME. An academic institution cannot lead on an application or work alone.

Proposals from innovation-based businesses with significant ambition and potential for growth or scale-up are welcomed.

Background
Funded by the Scottish Government and administered by Transport Scotland, the Network Support Grant (NSG) is a discretionary grant paid under section 38 of the Transport (Scotland) Act 2001 by Transport Scotland on behalf of Scottish Ministers.
The NSG replaced the Bus Service Operators’ Grant (BSOG), COVID-19 Support Grant (CSG) and COVID-19 Support Grant - Restart (CSG-R). These schemes ceased on 31 March 2022.
Objectives of Fund
The Scottish Government has created the Network Support Grant (NSG) to support bus services in 2022-23. This will include temporary additional financial support during the recovery from the coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic.
The aim of the NSG is principally to benefit passengers. It does this by helping operators to keep their fares down and enabling operators to run services that might not otherwise be commercially viable, thus contributing to the maintenance of the overall bus network. It also contributes to the operation of Community Transport services, allowing people who cannot make use of conventional bus services to access local services.
Value Notes
NSG will initially be provided through two sub-schemes: NSG, and NSG Plus. NSG and NSG Plus are separate schemes, and operators can only be signed up to one scheme at a time, but may switch between schemes if they meet the relevant terms and conditions.
NSG will be paid at 14.4 pence per kilometre, and is intended to contribute to the costs of running services.
NSG Plus will be paid at 79.4 pence per kilometre. This rate is intended to help offset lost revenue while patronage recovers from the effects of the COVID-19 pandemic and will be subject to review and adjustment as patronage and revenue recovers in 2022-23.
Who Can Apply
The NSG is a discretionary grant that subsidises commercial and community bus routes in Scotland. This grant is payable only on a local bus service as defined in section 2 of the Transport Act 1985 or a community transport service possessing a section 19 or section 22 permit.
Location

How To Apply
Operators applying will be brought onto the scheme at the next possible payment date. Separate payment arrangements and timings will apply for community transport organisations possessing a section 19 or section 22 permit.
Most commercial bus operators provide an annual forecast, and receive payments every four weeks on estimates throughout their claim year.
Community transport organisations possessing a section 19 or section 22 permit can either claim once annually, or twice yearly in arrears for set 6-month periods (1 October - 31 March and 1 April - 30 September).
